The Collect

Almighty Lord and everlasting
God, we beseech you to direct,

sanctify and govern both our
hearts and bodies in the ways of your laws
and the works of your commandments;
that through your most mighty protection,
both here and ever, we may be preserved
in body and soul; through our Lord and
Saviour Jesus Christ, who is alive and
reigns with you, in the unity of the Holy
Spirit, one God, now and for ever.

First Reading
Jeremiah 23: 1-6

Woe to the shepherds who destroy and
scatter the sheep of my pasture! says the
Lord. Therefore, thus says the Lord, the
God of Israel, concerning the shepherds
who shepherd my people: It is you who
have scattered my flock, and have driven
them away, and you have not attended to
them. So | will attend to you for your evil
doings, says the Lord. Then | myself will
gather the remnant of my flock out of all the
lands where | have driven them, and | will
bring them back to their fold, and they shall
be fruitful and multiply. | will raise up
shepherds over them who will shepherd
them, and they shall not fear any longer, or
be dismayed, nor shall any be missing,
says the Lord. The days are surely coming,
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says the Lord, when | will raise up for David
a righteous Branch, and he shall reign as
king and deal wisely, and shall execute
justice and righteousness in the land. In his
days Judah will be saved and Israel will live
in safety. And this is the name by which he
will be called: ‘The Lord is our
righteousness.’

Second Reading
Ephesians 2: 11-end

So then, remember that at one time you
Gentiles by birth, called ‘the uncircumcision’
by those who are called ‘the circumcision’'—
a physical circumcision made in the flesh by
human hands— remember that you were at
that time without Christ, being aliens from
the commonwealth of Israel, and strangers
to the covenants of promise, having no
hope and without God in the world. But now
in Christ Jesus you who once were far off
have been brought near by the blood of
Christ. For he is our peace; in his flesh he
has made both groups into one and has
broken down the dividing wall, that is, the
hostility between us. He has abolished the
law with its commandments and
ordinances, so that he might create in
himself one new humanity in place of the
two, thus making peace, and might
reconcile both groups to God in one body
through the cross, thus putting to death that
hostility through it. So he came and
proclaimed peace to you who were far off
and peace to those who were near; for
through him both of us have access in one
Spirit to the Father. So then you are no
longer strangers and aliens, but you are
citizens with the saints and also members
of the household of God, built upon the
foundation of the apostles and prophets,
with Christ Jesus himself as the
cornerstone. In him the whole structure is
joined together and grows into a holy
temple in the Lord; in whom you also are
built together spiritually into a dwelling-
place for God.

Gospel Reading
Mark 13

As he came out of the temple, one of his
disciples said to him, ‘Look, Teacher, what
large stones and what large buildings!” Then
Jesus asked him, ‘Do you see these great
buildings? Not one stone will be left here
upon another; all will be thrown down.” When

he was sitting on the Mount of Olives
opposite the temple, Peter, James, John, and
Andrew asked him privately, ‘“Tell us, when
will this be, and what will be the sign that all
these things are about to be accomplished?’
Then Jesus began to say to them, ‘Beware
that no one leads you astray. Many will come
in my name and say, “l am he!” and they will
lead many astray. When you hear of wars
and rumours of wars, do not be alarmed,; this
must take place, but the end is still to come.
For nation will rise against nation, and
kingdom against kingdom; there will be
earthquakes in various places; there will be
famines. This is but the beginning of the birth
pangs. ‘As for yourselves, beware; for they
will hand you over to councils; and you will be
beaten in synagogues; and you will stand
before governors and kings because of me,
as a testimony to them. And the good news
must first be proclaimed to all nations. When
they bring you to trial and hand you over, do
not worry beforehand about what you are to
say; but say whatever is given you at that

........ But be alert; | have already told you
everything. ‘But in those days, after that
suffering, the sun will be darkened, and the
moon will not give its light, and the stars will
be falling from heaven, and the powers in the
heavens will be shaken. Then they will see
“the Son of Man coming in clouds” with great
power and glory. Then he will send out the
angels, and gather his elect from the four
winds, from the ends of the earth to the ends
of heaven. ‘From the fig tree learn its lesson:
as soon as its branch becomes tender and
puts forth its leaves, you know that summer is
near. So also, when you see these things
taking place, you know that he is near, at the
very gates. Truly | tell you, this generation will
not pass away until all these things have
taken place. Heaven and earth will pass
away, but my words will not pass away. ‘But
about that day or hour no one knows, neither
the angels in heaven, nor the Son, but only
the Father. Beware, keep alert; for you do not
know when the time will come. It is like a man
going on a journey, when he leaves home
and puts his slaves in charge, each with his
work, and commands the doorkeeper to be
on the watch. Therefore, keep awake—for
you do not know when the master of the
house will come, in the evening, or at
midnight, or at cockcrow, or at dawn, or else
he may find you asleep when he comes
suddenly. And what | say to you | say to all:
Keep awake.’
