The Collect

Lord, you have taught us that
all our doings without love are

nothing worth: send your Holy
Spirit and pour into our hearts that most
excellent gift of love, the true bond of
peace and of all virtues, without which
whoever lives is counted dead before you.
Grant this for your only Son Jesus Christ’s
sake, who is alive and reigns with you, in
the unity of the Holy Spirit, one God, now
and for ever.

First Reading
Genesis 3: 8-15

They heard the sound of the Lord God
walking in the garden at the time of the
evening breeze, and the man and his wife
hid themselves from the presence of the
Lord God among the trees of the garden.
But the Lord God called to the man, and
said to him, ‘Where are you?’ He said, ‘I
heard the sound of you in the garden, and |
was afraid, because | was naked; and | hid
myself.” He said, ‘Who told you that you
were naked? Have you eaten from the tree
of which | commanded you not to eat?’ The
man said, ‘The woman whom you gave to
be with me, she gave me fruit from the tree,
and | ate.” Then the Lord God said to the
woman, ‘What is this that you have done?’
The woman said, ‘The serpent tricked me,
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and | ate.” The Lord God said to the
serpent, ‘Because you have done this,
cursed are you among all animals and
among all wild creatures; upon your belly
you shall go, and dust you shall eat all the
days of your life. | will put enmity between
you and the woman, and between your
offspring and hers; he will strike your head,
and you will strike his heel.’

Second Reading
2 Corinthians 4: 13-5.1

But just as we have the same spirit of faith
that is in accordance with scripture—|
believed, and so | spoke’—we also believe,
and so we speak, because we know that
the one who raised the Lord Jesus will raise
us also with Jesus, and will bring us with
you into his presence. Yes, everything is for
your sake, so that grace, as it extends to
more and more people, may increase
thanksgiving, to the glory of God. So we do
not lose heart. Even though our outer
nature is wasting away, our inner nature is
being renewed day by day. For this slight
momentary affliction is preparing us for an
eternal weight of glory beyond all measure,
because we look not at what can be seen
but at what cannot be seen; for what can be
seen is temporary, but what cannot be seen
is eternal. For we know that if the earthly
tent we live in is destroyed, we have a
building from God, a house not made with
hands, eternal in the heavens.

Gospel Reading
Mark 7: 1-23

Now when the Pharisees and some of the
scribes who had come from Jerusalem
gathered around him, they noticed that
some of his disciples were eating with
defiled hands, that is, without washing
them. (For the Pharisees, and all the Jews,
do not eat unless they thoroughly wash
their hands, thus observing the tradition of
the elders; and they do not eat anything
from the market unless they wash it; and
there are also many other traditions that
they observe, the washing of cups, pots,
and bronze kettles.) So the Pharisees and
the scribes asked him, ‘Why do your
disciples not live according to the tradition
of the elders, but eat with defiled hands?’
He said to them, ‘Isaiah prophesied rightly
about you hypocrites, as it is written, “This

people honours me with their lips, but their
hearts are far from me; in vain do they
worship me, teaching human precepts as
doctrines.” You abandon the commandment
of God and hold to human tradition.’

Then he said to them, “You have a fine way
of rejecting the commandment of God in
order to keep your tradition! For Moses
said, “Honour your father and your mother”;
and, “Whoever speaks evil of father or
mother must surely die.” But you say that if
anyone tells father or mother, “Whatever
support you might have had from me is
Corban” (that is, an offering to God)— then
you no longer permit doing anything for a
father or mother, thus making void the word
of God through your tradition that you have
handed on. And you do many things like
this.” Then he called the crowd again and
said to them, ‘Listen to me, all of you, and
understand: there is nothing outside a
person that by going in can defile, but the
things that come out are what defile.” When
he had left the crowd and entered the
house, his disciples asked him about the
parable. He said to them, “Then do you also
fail to understand? Do you not see that
whatever goes into a person from outside
cannot defile, since it enters, not the heart
but the stomach, and goes out into the
sewer?’ (Thus he declared all foods clean.)
And he said, ‘It is what comes out of a
person that defiles. For it is from within,
from the human heart, that evil intentions
come: fornication, theft, murder, adultery,
avarice, wickedness, deceit, licentiousness,
envy, slander, pride, folly. All these evil
things come from within, and they defile a
person.’
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
