for all your faithful people, that in their
vocation and ministry they may serve you
in holiness and truth to the glory of your
name; through our Lord and Saviour Jesus
Christ, who is alive and reigns with you, in
the unity of the Holy Spirit, one God, now
and for ever.

First Reading
Wisdom 1: 13-15, 2: 23-24

because God did not make death, and he
does not delight in the death of the living.
For he created all things so that they might
exist; the generative forces of the world are
wholesome, and there is no destructive
poison in them, and the dominion of Hades
is not on earth. For righteousness is
immortal. for God created us for
incorruption, and made us in the image of
his own eternity, but through the devil’s
envy death entered the world, and those
who belong to his company experience it.

Second Reading
2 Corinthians 8: 7-end

Now as you excel in everything—in faith, in
speech, in knowledge, in utmost eagerness,
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and in our love for you—so we want you to
excel also in this generous undertaking._|
do not say this as a command, but | am
testing the genuineness of your love
against the earnestness of others. For you
know the generous act of our Lord Jesus
Christ, that though he was rich, yet for your
sakes he became poor, so that by his
poverty you might become rich. And in this
matter | am giving my advice: it is
appropriate for you who began last year not
only to do something but even to desire to
do something— now finish doing it, so that
your eagerness may be matched by
completing it according to your means. For
if the eagerness is there, the gift is
acceptable according to what one has—not
according to what one does not have. | do
not mean that there should be relief for
others and pressure on you, butitis a
guestion of a fair balance between your
present abundance and their need, so that
their abundance may be for your need, in
order that there may be a fair balance. As it
is written, ‘The one who had much did not
have too much, and the one who had little
did not have too little.” But thanks be to God
who put in the heart of Titus the same
eagerness for you that | myself have. For
he not only accepted our appeal, but since
he is more eager than ever, he is going to
you of his own accord. With him we are
sending the brother who is famous among
all the churches for his proclaiming of the
good news; and not only that, but he has
also been appointed by the churches to
travel with us while we are administering
this generous undertaking for the glory of
the Lord himself and to show our goodwiill.
We intend that no one should blame us
about this generous gift that we are
administering, for we intend to do what is
right not only in the Lord’s sight but also in
the sight of others. And with them we are
sending our brother whom we have often
tested and found eager in many matters,
but who is now more eager than ever
because of his great confidence in you. As
for Titus, he is my partner and co-worker in
your service; as for our brothers, they are
messengers of the churches, the glory of
Christ. Therefore, openly before the
churches, show them the proof of your love
and of our reason for boasting about you.

Gospel Reading
Mark 10: 17-31

As he was setting out on a journey, a man
ran up and knelt before him, and asked
him, ‘Good Teacher, what must | do to
inherit eternal life?’ Jesus said to him, ‘Why
do you call me good? No one is good but
God alone. You know the commandments:
“You shall not murder; You shall not commit
adultery; You shall not steal; You shall not
bear false witness; You shall not defraud;
Honour your father and mother.” ’ He said
to him, ‘Teacher, | have kept all these since
my youth.” Jesus, looking at him, loved him
and said, “You lack one thing; go, sell what
you own, and give the money to the poor,
and you will have treasure in heaven; then
come, follow me.” When he heard this, he
was shocked and went away grieving, for
he had many possessions. Then Jesus
looked around and said to his disciples,
‘How hard it will be for those who have
wealth to enter the kingdom of God!” And
the disciples were perplexed at these
words. But Jesus said to them again,
‘Children, how hard it is to enter the
kingdom of God! It is easier for a camel to
go through the eye of a needle than for
someone who is rich to enter the kingdom
of God.” They were greatly astounded and
said to one another, ‘Then who can be
saved?’ Jesus looked at them and said,
‘For mortals it is impossible, but not for
God; for God all things are possible.” Peter
began to say to him, ‘Look, we have left
everything and followed you.” Jesus said,
‘“Truly | tell you, there is no one who has left
house or brothers or sisters or mother or
father or children or fields, for my sake and
for the sake of the good news, who will not
receive a hundredfold now in this age—
houses, brothers and sisters, mothers and
children, and fields, with persecutions—and
in the age to come eternal life. But many
who are first will be last, and the last will be
first.’
